TITLE OF THE REPORT   POLITICAL BALANCE 
 
PURPOSE OF THE REPORT  To Review the Political Balance of the Council. 
 
REPORT BY     Head of Administration and Public Protection 
 
ACTION To Apportion Seats on the Council’s Committees 

and to Confirm the Allocation of the Political 
Assistants’ Posts and Hours. 

 
 
1. BACKGROUND 
 
.1 In accordance with the provisions of the Local Government and Housing Act 1989, the 

Council has to ensure that the constitution of its committees and sub-committees reflect the 
strength of the various political groups represented on the Council. 

 
.2 The Council is expected to do this annually since it has to be carried out during the 

Council’s annual meeting. At the same time, it is also necessary to review the 
apportionment of the political posts between the groups. 

 
.3 The political balance of the Council is currently as follows:- 
 

Plaid Cymru    35 
Independent    18 
Llais Gwynedd    12 
Liberal Democrats     5 
Labour       4 
Total     74 

 
1.4 Due to the sudden passing away of former Councillor Ernest Williams the election in the 

Bowydd and Rhiw Ward was not held on 1st May, 2008. A bi-election will be held on 5 
June, 2008 and following the result the political balance of the Council will be reviewed. 

 
1. ALLOCATION OF SEATS ON COMMITTEES 
 
2.1 The Local Government and Housing Act 1989 sets out four main rules on the allocation of 

seats:- 
5.1 (a) Not all the seats on a committee may be allocated to the same political group; 
 

(b) The majority of seats on the committee must be allocated to the political group where 
 
 the number of persons within the group forms a majority of Council members; 



 
(c) subject to (a) and (b) above, the total number of seats on the ordinary committees 

allocated   to each political group will equal that group’s total number of seats on the 
Council; 

 
(ch) subject to (a), (b) and (c) above, the number of seats on a committee allocated to each 

political group will be the same proportion of seats on the committee as the number of 
seats that members of that group hold on the Council. 

 
5.2 In order to ensure that these rules are adhered to, the Council, in the past has dealt with 

committees in different blocks. This makes it easier to ensure that rule (c) in paragraph 2.2 
above is adhered to. 

 
6. POLITICAL ASSISTANTS 
 
5.1 In accordance with the requirements of the Local Government (Committees and Political 

Groups) Regulations 1990 it is also necessary to review the allocation of political 
assistance between the groups according to the strength of the groups. 

 
5.2 The Council is reminded that there are certain restrictions on the number of such posts, 

only groups with 10% of seats on the council are eligible and the number is restricted to 
three for each council. 

 
5.3 In the case of this Council, therefore, only the Plaid Cymru, Independent and Llais 

Gwynedd groups qualify. In view of the available budget the hours are split between the 
groups according to the comparative strength of the groups. The hours have been divided 
on the basis that the political balance of the Council is as noted in 1.3 above. 
 

         The hours are split between the groups as follows:- 
Plaid Cymru 30 hours 
Independent 15 hours 
Llais  Gwynedd 10 hours. 

 
6. COMMITTEE CHAIRPERSONSHIPS 
 
6.1 In accordance with the requirements of the Local Authority (Alternative Arrangements) 

(Wales) Regulations 2007 it is necessary to apportion committee chairpersonships, in order 
to ensure, as far as it is practicable, that the political balance of the authority is reflected by 
those said chairpersonships. 

 
4.2 The arrangement within this Council is to apportion the vice-chairpersonships also 

according to the political balance and to ask the Business Group to discuss the 
arrangements beforehand. 
The Business Group met on 8 and 13 May, 2008 and agreed to allocate the 
chairpersonships and vice-chairpersonships as follows:-

4.3 Agreement was not reached on which party would hold the chairpersonships of three of the 

committees, namely Children and Young Persons Scrutiny Committee, Central Planning 
Committee and Dwyfor Area Committee and therefore three other chairs are vacant. The Full 
Council is requested to decide on these chairpersonships. 

 
5. NOMINATIONS TO THE COUNCIL BOARD 
 
5.1 According to the Council Constitution, the Council itself nominates members to the 

Council Board. As there was insufficient time for the political groups to meet to present 
their nominations it is requested that the members follow the usual course for electing to 
committees namely to delegate the right to the Monitoring Officer to elect members in 
accordance with the nominations of the groups on the basis of political balance as shown in 
Appendix A. 

 
6. EXTERNAL BODIES 
6.1 There is a very long list of external bodies on which the Council has representatives. These 

bodies vary greatly, some are national, local, charitable, companies etc. Certain 
representatives are appointed by the Council Board and some by the area committees, in 



particular those bodies which are considered local and some will be nominated by the 
relevant Portfolio Leader. 

 
6.2  The Council nevertheless, is responsible for deciding the apportionment of the seats on the 

bodies on the basis of political balance. There are two of these, namely Snowdonia 
National Park Authority and North Wales Fire and Rescue Authority and the Council is 
asked to approve the political balance for these two bodies as follows:-

(b) to delegate power to the Monitoring Officer to appoint to the Council Board and other 
      committees on the basis of political balance and in accordance with the wishes of the 
      political groups. 
(c) to adopt the allocation of chairpersonships and vice-chairpersonships of committees on 

 the basis of political balance as noted in paragraph 4.1 apart from where there is no 
agreement. 

(ch) decide which group will be allocated the chairpersonships of the committees where   
there is no agreement   

(ch) confirm the allocation of political assistants posts. 
(d) confirm the political assistants’ hours as follows:-
